Pairing your TV and Wireless Speakers

Before trying to make any connection, please familiarize with your new wireless speaker’s set supplied with your new

VIZIO JV50P HDTV. The set consists of two satellite speakers; labeled left (white color connector) and right (red color
connector), and a subwoofer. The subwoofer, being the brain of the set; is the one on which we will concentrate our attention.
Please take a look at the back side of the subwoofer and notice the following; a three prong power (labeled AC IN)
connector, two plug in sockets (labeled SPEAKER) and a little button or switch (labeled CH-SEARCH**, PAIRING).

The AC IN is thru where power will be supplied to the set. The two connectors (SPEAKER) towards the bottom right hand
side labeled LS (left speaker, white color) and RS (right speaker, red color) will be where the satellite speakers connect to
by matching the colors. Now, the little button will be the one to keep attention to; it is the one to be used (press) when

following instructions (Steps) to pairing TV and Wireless speaker setup.

3) USING RIGHT HAND SIDE ARROW, RIGHT TOTHE OK KEY; SELECT THE AUDIO ICON (LOOKS LIKE A
MICROPHONE ON A STAND).

4) CHECK ON THIS MENU THAT THE SPEAKERS AND WIRELESS SPEAKERS OPTION ARE SELECTED TO BE ON. IF NOT,
THEN SWITCHTHEM ON BY USING THE RIGHT HAND SIDE ARROW AFTER SELECTING THEM INDIVIDUALLY.

5) PLACE SUBWOOFER 10TO 12 FEET AWAY FROM TV SET, SUBWOOFER SHOULD FACETV SCREEN.
6) TURN OFF THETV SET.
7) PLUG WIRELESS SPEAKER SYSTEM POWER CORD INTO ELECTRICAL OUTLETTO POWERIT UP.

8) WHILE PRESSING AND HOLDING DOWN THE PAIRING (LINKING) SWITCH (BUTTON) AT THE BACK OF THE WOOFER,
TURNTHETV SET ON USING THE REMOTE CONTROL.

9 THE LIGHT INDICATOR * ON FRONT OF SUBWOOFER WILL STOP FLASHING AND STAY ON, INDICATING
THAT THE PAIRING HAS BEEN ACCOMPLISHED.

10) RELEASETHE PAIRING (LINKING) SWITCH (BUTTON) AND ENJOY THE SOUND.
11)  IF PAIRING (LINKING) IS NOT SUCCESSFUL, PLEASE REPEAT STEPS 6) THRU 10).

*NOTE: PLEASE NOTICE THAT THE LIGHT INDICATOR REMAINS FLASHING AT SLOW RATE WHEN NO SIGNAL IS
BEING FED TO THE WIRELESS SPEAKER SYSTEM.

**NOTE: IF WIRELESS TRANSMISSION INTERFERENCE OCCURS, SIMPLY TURN OFF AND THEN TURN ON THE TV FOR AUTOMATIC CHANNEL
SCANNING OF NEXT AVAILABLE TRANSMISSION CHANNEL.
