After removing the TV from the box and inspecting the package
contfents you can begin installing the TV.Your TV can be installed
in two ways:

+  On a flat surface, using the included stand

On a wall, using a VESA-standard wall mount (not
included)

Installing the TV Stand

Your TV includes a stand designed to support the weight of the
TV and keep it from falling over. However, the TV can still fall over if:

+ Itis pushed, pulled, or otherwise improperly moved
