Be sure the power cord is securely connected to the AC socket on the TV and fo a working
electrical outlet.

Press the POWER button on the remote or on the side of the TV.

If the above steps do not work, try plugging the power cord into a different outlet.

Be sure yourTV is connected to an Internet connection.
Restart the App by pressing the EXIT button to close the App, then open the App.
Restart your TV by pressing the POWER butfton on the remote, then turn it back on.
